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Colcord, Skirvin named to historic hotel list

OKLAHOMA CITY – Six new members named Monday to the National Trust Historic Hotels of America include the Colcord Hotel and the Skirvin Hotel in Oklahoma City. 
Four Oklahoma hotels are now on the list – The Atherton Hotel at Oklahoma State University and the Hotel Ambassador in Tulsa were already on the list of 213 hotels. 
The Colcord, which has 108 rooms and suites, opened in October after a $20 million renovation. Charles Frances Colcord completed the building in 1910 as an office building. It was planned as a hotel but opened as an office building because of a disagreement between Colcord and his co-developer, according to the trust. 
The Skirvin Hotel, which has 225 rooms, reopened in February after $56.4 million in renovations. The Skirvin opened in 1911 but had been closed for nearly two decades. 
Other hotels added to the list Monday include Tubac Golf Resort in Tubac, Ariz.; the Sofia Hotel in San Diego; the Hotel Colorado, Glenwood Springs, Colo.; and the Jumeirah Essex Hotel in New York.
